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The Rancho-Maze Middle School Band & Color Guard, part of one of central California’s most
successful middle school music programs, is seeking contributions from the business
community to help finance the purchase of uniforms, equipment and transportation that regular
school funds and traditional student-run fundraising efforts do not cover.

In addition, the
current economic situation in the Hollister School District may eliminate any school-supplied
funds we received in the past.
